4.
Interest approach – Mental set

Ask students 
•
“At what point is a person arrested?”
•
“If an officer stops you to ask questions and you are detained for 25 minutes, are you arrested?”
•
“At what point in time are you arrested – 15, 25, 35 minutes?”
5.
Lecture using the PowerPoint ILJ_6_Approach and Arrest of Suspects. 
a.
Use  ILJ_6_Guided Notes.
b.
Have the students define the words that are italicized in the presentation to cover words they may not be familiar with, such as “intrusive.” You can have the definitions due the next day, have a vocabulary quiz, or have them submit the definitions at the end of the unit.
c.
Review previous material on Probable Cause, Use of Force, etc. as you get to it. 
d.
This is your time to “scaffold” probable cause. Scaffolding is where you build on a previous foundation and expand their understanding of something. The students need to have a working understanding of reasonable suspicion and probable cause for the unit scenario assessment. 

e.
As you go, reiterate how statutory and common law intersect and how the courts often change things over time.
f.
In this unit you will cover some officer safety issues. Most of these are fairly simple and would not compromise a fellow officer in any way. 

g.
If you don’t have radios – borrow some (churches and schools have them). 
6.
Review the communication sheets, ILJ_6_Communications Packet. I have included State Patrol, Fulton County, and Henry County codes. The students will have a number of questions about calls. 

*Note: I always explain Signal 24s – they really enjoy having “lingo” of the trade.

LESSON 2:  HANDCUFFING

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 
•
How is a person arrested properly?
2.
Tell the story of the officer who handcuffed a DUI offender and forgot to double lock. In the car, the offender complained about the handcuffs and was ignored. At the station he complained repeatedly about the handcuffs breaking his wrists. Finally when he was uncuffed the detention officer realized that indeed his wrists were bruised. The suspect went to the hospital with broken bones in one wrist. He happened to be a neurosurgeon. The officer and the department were found liable for millions of dollars. *Note: I am not sure which department this was – when I became a cop (in 1991) my dad (who was an attorney) told me about the case – which at that time was on appeal. 
3.
If you can get a skeleton from Health Science or Science for the day – the bones help demonstrate the anatomy of the wrist. I have included pictures in the PowerPoint of wrist structures. You can find these pictures easily by going to Google and doing an Image search for “wrist bones” or similar. 
4.
Before you hand out the cuffs – be sure to tell them not to cuff both cuffs to the same wrist. Show them that doing so makes it impossible to access the key hole which means the cuffs have to be cut off. Even with this admonishment – you’ll still have a student do this once every couple of years. If it happens – get pliers and cut the end off the key with enough space on the end that you can grip it with the needle nose pliers. You should be able to turn the key all the way around and unlock the cuffs. I keep needle nose pliers in my closet for this very reason. But – if you told them it was a pain in the rear to do this they would still do it – so I go into a long story about how we have to cut off handcuffs when this happens and that we do it at the hospital in case they get cut. 
5.
Demonstrate kneeling cuffing from beginning to end. If you feel a little uncertain about teaching it – there are a number of demonstration videos. ALERT has a good basic handcuffing video. You could also have a training officer come give a demonstration. Your local Explorers post might arrange for an older Explorer to come in and help you teach.  Be sure to hand out the rubrics before you demonstrate. It helps for them to review the rubric as you go. 
6.
Spend about two class days practicing handcuffing. Start by going slowly through the rubric. Have the students tape the rubric to their partners’ back so they can read it as they go. After a few tries have them move the taped copy to the wall in front of their partner. Their partner reads the rubric as they go and corrects them when they make mistakes. Partners are always the same sex. 
7.
In this activity, students are expected to check their partner's waistline for weapons or harmful substances. Female students are not expected to participate in this section of the activity if they are uncomfortable with pulling their shirts up slightly. However, male students must be able to see 4 inches above the belt line all the way around the waist.
8.
The end of the second day, review prone position and they can practice that for a while. 
9.
Day three, begin the evaluations. I can usually get a couple of advanced students to come in that day and help (my intro classes are in the afternoon so I’ll have some of my apprenticeship students come in).

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

This unit is a strong connection unit in that it takes the Con Law and the Use of Force material and contextualizes them in a strong manner. The pat downs/frisks can be awkward for the kids – so be aware of that and prepare them for it. I tell the students “Today will be awkward but that will quickly pass – remember each of you are feeling the same way.” Handcuffing can result in injury so don’t tolerate any silliness. Be strict and firm, but also be sure to articulate your expectations beforehand. 
This being the beginning of my second semester I assign the semester research paper. This semester is also the first that I assign a novel to be read. We read Actual Innocence by Scheck. It is the story of the Innocence Project that has helped scores of innocent prisoners using DNA. Once case is a man only days away from execution. I have the students write a bullet or two for each page they read summarizing what they read on that page. This process helps your poor readers improve comprehension skills. Doing this will annoy your strong readers – but the value to the lower level readers is worth it. I also have the students identify three words per reading to define. We call them “SAT” words – so they find words they are not familiar with and define them. 

During the final scenario I have advanced students serve as role players and evaluators. I use my advanced students in leadership positions during the first year course. It takes about four class days to get all the kids through the scenarios (read below). During those days my other students are reading the chapters for the Patrol Unit or studying for their scenario. I will take this time to meet with the kids one on one to talk about their career goals, post-secondary goals, and high school course plans. I use a sheet from our counselors to review their options and I show them how they can take all their courses (from APs to other CTAE courses) and still take all my classes as well. Doing this helps them plan their courses. We start registration a few weeks after this unit and walking them through this process helps me retain some of my higher performing students. They see how they can get all the courses they need to get into UGA or Georgia Tech and still be in the program.

Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
Approach and Arrest of Suspects Scenario Assessment 
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
There are three days of slightly varying role play scenarios. Arrange to have a number of advanced students available for this assessment. Students go in pairs that are assigned randomly – partners should be of the same sex. They are evaluated using the ILJ_6_Assessment Rubric. They also are evaluated using ILJ_6_Handcuffing Rubric - Kneeling,  ILJ_6_Handcuffing Rubric - Prone and ILJ_6_Frisk Rubric.  Make the scenario setting isolated from student hall traffic so the students are not interrupted. 
Detailed directions can be found in ILJ_6_Assessment. 
*Note: Some years I am lucky and I am able to schedule “mentors” for my first year class periods. Some years I have worked out for Apprenticeship students to do this. I find that the Intro students actually perform better when I am not the evaluator. When I evaluate them they look to me to guide them through or ask numerous questions. When my advanced students do the role play and assessments, the Intro students try harder and do better.
