	The arresting officer after preparing his/her handcuffs will grab the suspects thumbs and will speed cuff the suspect
	
	
	
	
	

	The arresting officer will take the suspect back to the rear of the patrol car for safety and to search the suspect
	
	
	
	
	

	Once at the rear of the patrol car take the suspects weapon away from him.
	
	
	
	
	

	Ask the suspect if he has anything that could cut, stab, or poke the officer
	
	
	
	
	

	Do a complete search of the suspect. Use the standing search and start with the head.
