5. Assign Reading Notes from any text you find compatible material. I use an old Policing class text we had from our previous curriculum. You can pick up older editions of these on websites for little cost. I use An Introduction to Policing by Dempsey that you can get online for fairly cheap. You can get by on as few as half a class set. If you have a nearby program you can share the texts. This text has two chapters that match up really well. 

6. Distribute Guided Notes and lecture using the PowerPoint. SRS questions are included in one of the PowerPoints and can be used with or without a SRS set up (you can use them like the old-school quizzes).  
7. ALERT has some great videos on vehicle stops. I have included the video guides for these videos. I have students take Media Notes during the video. They can use these as “cheat sheets” to complete the quizzes included in the ALERT packets.

8. Review day and game show as usual – time permitting.  The game show for this unit has to be set up correctly to work – more on this in the files notes.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

This unit may need to be amended as you see fit should you have some students who you feel might have criminal proclivities. If you have limited control over enrollment in the first year, you may wish to omit some content and cover this more extensively in the second year class (PS-LCRP). The PS-LCRP class covers the lab portion of this unit almost exactly. 
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Culminating Unit Performance Task Title: 
High Risk Pullover Scenarios 
Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 
Each year I am fortunate to have the local police traffic unit come for the high risk pullover lab for this unit. You can start with local Explorer advisors as well from your local department. Usually we have two units and a suspect vehicle. I distribute the rubric in class the day before the lab and review the material. For lab day I assign the groups. I use a member of the previous group to serve as the perps for the scenario. All the students must pay attention as I use each scenario to teach a new variation on the stop.  For the first scenario, I have one perp. In the second scenario, I add another perp. For the third, one perp runs. In the fourth scenarios, the passenger is a girlfriend who gets out of the car and starts cussing the driver the police and anyone else. I don’t make these scenarios very complicated and the suspects are always compliant. The students want to be crazier on each scenario – but I keep it simple. We have lab rain or shine regardless of the temperature. Each team is loosely evaluated using the rubric. I don’t grade very harshly at this stage as it is more of a teaching process.
