a.
In their own words, have students explain what the following terms mean. Have a student write the legal definitions on a chalk board, flip chart, or white board:

i.
Persons: The individual as a whole, both internally and externally. 

ii.
Houses: Any structure that a person uses as a residence on either a temporary or long-term basis. 
iii.
Papers: All business records, letters, diaries, memos and other forms of tangible evidence. 

iv.
Effects: all personal items including cars, luggage, clothing, weapons, contraband and the fruits of criminal activity. 

v.
Search: An activity geared toward finding evidence to be used in a criminal prosecution. 

v.
Seizure: The taking of someone’s property or person. 

vi.
Reasonableness: A condition where the police were justified in taking a certain action.

vii.
Probable Cause: Facts and circumstances within the officers’ knowledge and of which they have reasonably trustworthy information are sufficient to warrant a prudent man in believing that the suspect had committed or was committing an offense. 
b.
Discuss the two elements necessary for a government search to be conducted. 
i.
The search must be the product of a government action by a government official. Constitutional amendments do not protect people from private citizen searches. 

ii.
The search must not violate a person’s reasonable expectation of privacy. 

c.
Discuss what is considered a reasonable expectation of privacy and what is not.

i.
Cannot listen to conversations of people that are inside telephone booths. (Katz v United States 389 US 347 (1967)). 
ii.
Conversations with undercover officers are not considered private. (Hoffa v United States, 385 US 293 (1966)).

iii.
People’s external physical characteristics are not considered private. (United States v Dionisio, 410 US 1 (1973)). 

iv.
Open fields are not considered private, but someone’s house and cartilage are. (Oliver v United States 466 US 170 (1984)). 


d.
Have the students think of and write on the chalk board, flip chart, or white board appropriate reasons an officer could use as justifications for probable cause to obtain a search warrant. Consider the following:

i.
Prior criminal record

ii.
Flight from the scene 

iii.
Suspicious conduct

iv.
Admissions of criminal activity

v.
Possession of incriminating evidence

vi.
Unusual hours to be in a certain place

vii.
A suspect resembles a perpetrator

B.

A.
Using either the web site http://www.usconstitution.net/ or the attached copy of the US Constitution, have someone in the class read the 5th amendment. 

a.
In their own words, have students explain what the following terms mean. Have a student write the legal definitions on a chalk board, flip chart, or white board:

i.
Capital Crime: Any crime punishable by death.

ii.
Indictment: A formal accusation charging someone with the commission of a crime, signed by a prosecuting attorney, which has the effect of bringing the person to trial. 

iii.
Grand Jury: A group of citizens who decide whether persons accused of crimes should be indicted or not.  

iv.
Double Jeopardy: Prohibition against a second prosecution after a first trial for the same offense. 

v.
Due Process: The due course of legal proceedings according to the rules and forms established for the protection of private rights. 

b.
Discuss the use of an indictment over a grand jury. The grand jury puts the indictment decision in the hands of the public instead of the prosecutor. An indictment would be used when the evidence is overwhelming against the defendant. Grand Juries issue either a “true bill” which carries the charge over to trial or a “no bill” which dismisses the case. 

c.
Discuss double jeopardy. Once someone has gone to trial and been acquitted or convicted they can not be charged for that same offense again. Also, if a grand jury issues a “no bill” that person cannot be charged for that same offense again. 
d.
Discuss the clause, “nor shall be compelled in any criminal case to be a witness against himself.” 

i.
There are three situations to where this clause applies:

1.
During questioning. Anyone who is under arrest either physically or mentally and is being asked questions about a crime for which they are a suspect is considered compelled. 

2.
In written documents: Regulatory or government documents that are required by everyone to complete are NOT protected by the 5th amendment. Tax documents, government documents, and business documents can all be filled out at leisure and with legal counsel so they are not protected by the 5th amendment. 
3.
Threats of noncriminal sanctions: The government cannot threaten to sanction or punish someone for NOT answering questions during a criminal investigation for which they are the suspect. 

A person cannot claim the 5th amendment right to be free from compelled self-incrimination if his testimony is rendered noncriminal by a grant of immunity. 

e.
Discuss the clause, “nor be deprived of life, liberty, or property, without due process of law.” No person shall be sentenced to jail without first having their day in court. Everyone is guaranteed the right to the entire trial and appeals process. 

B.

i.
Accusation: a charge of wrongdoing.
ii.
Counsel: Legal representation.

b.

Discuss speedy and public trials.
i.
Speedy Trial Act of 1974 requires federal courts to file an indictment within 30 days from arrest. 
ii.
Speedy Trial Act of 1974 requires federal courts to start the trial within 60 days from indictment.
iii.
Every state has its own set of laws governing time limits set for speedy trials. 
c.

Discuss the impartial jury of people from the district where the crime was committed. 
i.
There is no right to a jury for petty offenses. Petty offenses include anything with a jail sentence of less than six months. (Duncan v Louisiana 1968).
ii.
Juveniles have no right to a jury trial.
iv.
Juries must be 6 or more members. (Ballew v. Georgia 1978). 
v.
Individual state legislation determines if jury verdicts must be unanimous. 
vi.
Six member juries must be unanimous. (Burch v Louisiana 1979). 
d.

Discuss the right to be informed of the mature and cause of the accusation. This is done during the initial appearance hearing. For misdemeanor cases defendants can enter a guilty plea and be sentenced immediately. For felony cases the defendant can only enter a plea. Legal representation is permitted during this hearing. 
e.

Discuss defendant’s right to be confronted by witnesses. 
i.
The defendant has the right to be present at every state of his trial. (Illinois v Allen 397 US 337 (1970)). 

ii.
The defendant has the right to live testimony by the witnesses against him with certain exceptions. (Mattox v US 156 US 237 (1895)). 

1.
The witness is deceased.

2.
Unavailable witnesses

a.
Permanently moves to another country (Mancusi v Stubbs 408 US 204 (1972)).

b.
Cannot be located after a careful search by the prosecution. (Ohio v Roberts 448 US 56 (1980)).

c.
Suffers from lapse in memory. (California v Green 399 US 149 (1970)). 

iii.
The defendant has the right to challenge witness testimony in the courtroom. 

f.

Discuss defendant’s right to compel witnesses in his favor. 
In Washington v Texas 388 US 14 (1967) the Supreme Court ruled that the defense can subpoena witnesses to testify in court. 

g.

Discuss defendant’s right to assistance of counsel for his defense. 

i.
In Johnson v Zerbst (304 US 458 [1938]) the Supreme Court guaranteed the right to counsel for all federal prosecutions. 

ii.
In Gideon v Wainwright (372 US 335 [1963]) the 6th amendment right to counsel became incorporated to the states for felony cases only. 
iii.
In Argersinger v Hamlin (407 US 25 [1972]) the right to counsel was applied to state misdemeanor cases.

iv.
In Scott v Illinois (440 US 367 [1979]) the right to counsel does not apply where loss of liberty is merely a possibility.

A.
Using either the web site http://www.usconstitution.net/ or the attached copy of the US Constitution, have someone in the class read the 14th  and 8th amendment. 
a.
In their own words, have students explain what the following terms mean. Have a student write the legal definitions on a chalk board, flip chart, or white board:
i.
Bail: The security (money) given as a guarantee that a released prisoner will appear at trial. 
ii.
Due Process: The due course of legal proceedings according to the rules and forms established for the protection of private rights. 
iii.
Incorporation: The theory that the Bill of Rights has been incorporated or absorbed into the due process clause of the Fourteenth Amendment thereby making it applicable to the states. 
b.
Discuss the 14th amendment and incorporation. Three views on incorporation exist:
i.
Total Incorporation: The 14th amendment’s due process clause incorporates the entire Bill of Rights. In other words, all protections specified in the Bill of Rights should be binding on the states. 

ii.
Selective Incorporation: Favors incorporation of certain protections enumerated in the Bill of Rights, not all of them. This perspective deems certain rights as being more critical or fundamental than others. 

iii.
Total Incorporation Plus: The 14th amendment’s due process clause incorporates the whole Bill of Rights as well as additional rights not specified in the Constitution, such as the right to privacy. 

c.
Group Exercise: Split the class up into three groups and assign them each an incorporation philosophy. Have all the groups take 10 minutes to come up with at least 5 reasons why they believe their assigned incorporation philosophy should be adhered to. Have each group report on their reasons. At the end of the exercise explain that selective incorporation is the current philosophy that the American legal system adheres too. 

d.
Discuss bail. Three types of bail:
Bail set at a figure higher than an amount reasonably calculated to ensure the defendant’s presence at trial is guaranteed. (Stack v. Boyle 1951).

i.
Cash bond: Defendant pays an amount of cash to the court in return for his release. If the defendant appears at his appointed court day the cash is returned to him. 

ii.
Property bond: Defendant uses a piece of property as collateral in return for his release. If the defendant appears at his appointed court day the property is returned to him.
iii.
Release on recognizance: The judge releases the defendant without monetary bail if they believe the person is not likely to flee. 

e.
Discuss excessive fines and cruel and unusual punishment. 
i.
Roberts v United States (445 US 552 [1980]) The sentencing judge is permitted to consider the defendant’s refusal to cooperate with the police in investigating his crime. 

ii.
Furman v Georgia (408 US 238 [1972]) Supreme Court said that statutes leaving arbitrary and discriminatory discretion to juries in imposing death sentences are in violation of the 8th amendment. 
iii.
Solem v Helm (463 US 277 [1983]) The court held that a life sentence for the defendant’s seventh nonviolent offense was unconstitutional. 

B.

Interest approach – Mental set

A.
Using either the web site http://www.usconstitution.net/ or the attached copy of the US Constitution, review the 4th, 5th, and 6th amendments. 

a.
4th amendment

i.
Discuss the the 4th amendment’s protection of everyone’s person, house, place, and effects.

ii.
Discuss the fact that in order for law enforcement to search these areas the 4th amendment requires a search warrant be obtained. 

iii.
Discuss the fact that any search warrant must be issued on the basis of probable cause. 

b.
5th amendment

i.
Discuss everyone’s right not to testify against himself during a criminal investigation or during a criminal trial. This is the “right to remain silent”. 
ii.
Nobody is required to answer questions from police. 

c.
6th amendment

i.
Discuss everyone’s right to know what they are being charged with. Police must inform the people they arrest why they are being arrested. 

ii.
Discuss everyone’s right to have the assistance counsel. This includes during any interrogations that could cause the defendant to violate his 5th amendment right. 

B.
Based on the 4th amendment, all government searches require a search warrant however there are 5 exceptions to the warrant requirement recognized by the United States Supreme Court.  Have a student write each of these expectations with their associated Supreme Court case on a chalk board or white board.

a.
Search incident to arrest: (Ehimel v California 395 US 752[1969]) An officer may search someone incident to a lawful arrest in order, “to remove any weapons that the [arrestee] might seek to use in order to resist arrest or effect his escape” and to “seize any evidence on the arrestee’s person in order to prevent its concealment or destruction.” 

b.
Exigent circumstances: The emergencies of the situation require the police to act immediately at the risk of danger to themselves, danger to other, the destruction of evidence, or the escape of the suspect. There are three types of exigent circumstances:
i.
Hot pursuit: (Warden v Hayden 387 US 294 [1967]). The police must have 1) probable cause to believe that the person they are chasing has committed a crime and is on the premises entered. The police must also have 2) reason to believe the suspect will escape or that further harm, either to evidence or to other people will occur if the suspect is not immediately apprehended. 

ii.
Escape or endangerment of others: (Minnesota v Olson 495 US 91[1990]). This exception occurs under the same guidelines as hot pursuits expect the police are not in pursuit of the suspect prior to the search. 

iii.
Evanescent evidence: (Breithaupt v Abram 352 US 432 [1957]). These searches are permissible when 1) there’s not time to obtain a warrant, 2) there is a clear indication that the search will result in obtaining the evidence sought, and 3) the search is conducted in a reasonable manner. A reasonable manner usually refers to routine medical procedures such as drawing blood or urine. This could also include the scraping of evidence from underneath someone’s fingernails. 

c.
Automobile Searches: (Carroll v United States 267 US 132 [1925]). These searches have three requirements. 1) the exception must only apply to automobiles, 2) the search must be premised on probable cause, and 3) it must be impractical to obtain a warrant (ex: during routine vehicle stops). 

d.
Arrests in public places: (United States v Watson 423 US 411 [1976]). Arrests made in public do not need to be predicated on a warrant. As long as probable cause is in place, the police can make a warrantless arrest in a public place. A warrantless arrest in the cartilage of somone’s home is also authorized. A crime must be observed from a lawful vantage point; otherwise, a warrant will be required. 
e.
Plain view: (Collidge v New Hampshire 403 US 443 [1971]). A plain view seizure is authorized when 1) the police are lawfully in the area where the evidence is located, 2) the items are immediately apparent as subject to seizure, and 3) the discovery of the evidence is inadvertent. 

C.
Have students divide up into groups of 2 or 3. Have each group write out a scenario where the police legally utilize one of the five exceptions to the search warrant requirement. Have each group read their scenario aloud. 

D.
Apply interviews, interrogations, and Miranda warnings in law enforcement.

a.
Discuss the difference between an interview and an interrogation. 
i.
Interview: Questioning persons not suspected of being involved in a crime but who know about the crime or the individuals involved in it. 

ii.
Interrogation: Questioning a person suspected of a crime with the intent of eliciting incriminating admissions or information from the person. 

b.
Discuss Miranda v Arizona 384 US 436 (1966).  “The prosecution may not use statements, whether exculpatory or inculpatory, stemming from custodial interrogation of the defendant unless is demonstrates the use of procedural safeguards effective to secure the privilege against self-incrimination.” Any answers given during the interrogation of a suspect that is in custody whether actually or perceived must be given voluntarily and the prosecution must prove they were voluntary. 

c.
Discuss the following interrogation tactics that violate a person’s due process rights. 

i.

Use either the web site http://www.usconstitution.net/ or the attached copy of the US Constitution. Make sure every student has a copy of the US Constitution in front of them. 

a.
Discuss how the constitution affects everyone’s interaction with local law enforcement. 
i.
Is a traffic stop a violation of 4th amendment rights? 

ii.
Can the police force their way into someone’s house without a search warrant?  
iii.
Can the police force their way into someone’s house if they have an arrest warrant in hand?

iv.
If the police stop someone in public for suspicious activity, is that person required to answer questions from the police?

v.
If a police officer witnesses suspicious activity from someone in a public place are they allowed to stop that person and search them? How does the scenario change if the location is an airport terminal? 

b.
   Using the internet, have the students look up a news article about someone’s encounter with the police in a public place. Have students explain the article and state which constitutional amendments affected the encounter and if any constitutional rights were violated. 

c.
Discuss constitutional issues arising from the use of technology in society. 

i.
Discuss the use of full body scanners at airports. Is their use a violation of the 4th amendment?
ii.
Discuss whether information posted on social networking web sites is considered private or public. Are the police required to inform the owner of the site they are reading it? 
iii.
Discuss whether text messages are considered private communication. Are text messages considered private, like telephone calls? 

iv.
Discuss whether messages sent over instant messaging software are private or public. If the messages are sent between only two people, but one person prints them and displays them publicly, is that a constitutional violation? 

d.    Using the Internet, have the students look up a news article about technology and the constitution. The article should address someone’s concern that their constitutional rights are being infringed upon because of the use of technology. Have students explain their article to the class.
