1. Officers apply for an electronic surveillance warrant.  Their basis is that the Mafia leadership is well insulated and that a phone tap will help move the investigation along quicker.  What have they failed to establish?

That traditional investigative techniques have been exhausted

2. In a search warrant execution the police are looking for cocaine, cocaine distribution materials, paraphernalia, and related documents such as but not limited to accounting forms, written communication about deals, and bank account information.  They apply for a "no-knock" entry and it is granted.  The police enter the residence and search the house.  The officers search everything and seize drugs, scales, cash, guns, and a computer.  All these items are listed in the return inventory.  What might be a legitimate reason for the seizure of the computer?

Computer might have related documentation of criminal activity as specified in the warrant

3. The school receives a phone call stating that John Doe, a student, has a firearm on his person.  John Doe was suspended last week for threatening a student.  Can the school administration search John Doe?  Why or why not?

Yes, administrative search &/or anonymous informant

4. A 17 YOA driver is pulled over for crossing the centerline.  When the officer approaches the two door compact vehicle he sees the driver fidgeting with things inside the vehicle.  In the back seat is a cooler.  On the seat is what appears to be a beer bottle cap.  The driver's speech is fine and has no apparent odor of alcohol about his person, but does have a strong perfume smell and is chewing cinnamon flavored gum.  Can the officer search the cooler?  Why or why not?

Yes, behavior of driver, plain view of beer cap (driver 17)

5.       A narcotics unit gets a search warrant to use a thermal imaging device on a house believed to be producing marijuana.  They discover heat images consistent with their suspicions.  This is used to get a search warrant on the house, which results in the seizing of 100 plants.  Will this stand up in court?
