Sequence of Instruction


1.  Identify the Standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom for each lesson.
2.  Review Essential Questions.

3.  Introduce the term “work ethic”.  Allow class discussion about what qualifies as a good work ethic and why work ethic is important in a production enterprise.
4.  Review the terms interpersonal skills, initiative, and dependability 

5.  Students should complete the Occupational Work Ethic Inventory (OWEI).   Have students print results for records and class discussion. 
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6. Lead class discussion concerning student results

7. Discuss interpersonal skills.  Refer to Lesson 3 Assignment 1 of the Work Ethic Site.  Show these situations to the class using a projection system.  Lead the class in discussing responses to each of the situations.

8. Refer to Lesson 3 Assignment 2.  Have students complete the Communication Style Test.  (This test will need to be printed/ duplicated prior to class).  

9. Refer to Lesson 4 Assignment 1.  The hyperlink on each of the categories of occupations presents a scenario with discussion questions concerning the work ethic of that situation.  Divide the class into six groups.  Print a copy of the scenarios prior to class and give those to each group to read, discuss, and answer the questions.  After each group develops its responses, in a whole group setting, have each group present their assigned situation and the responses to the questions.
