Assignment:

All final copies will be evaluated using the new SAT Writing Scoring Guide!!!  The article that scores the highest will be sent to the Cobb County Central Office, Atlanta Journal and Constitution, and the Bright Side to be published.

When you have completed the article, print it out and you MUST get TWO classmates to peer edit your article, make the necessary changes and print the final article.  DO NOT THROW AWAY THE ARTICLE WITH THE EDITING FROM YOUR PEERS, ATTACH IT TO THE FINAL ARTICLE!

When you have turned in your story, you need to complete your Design Notebook for the school-based company, Advanced Tech.  Be sure you have followed all the rules and you have included the following:  supportive materials, input, process, output, impact, your contribution to sales, responsibility check list, observations of your activities within the company, and a job performance summary.  Once you have completed your Design Notebook, you are to work on completing your Portfolio and preparing for the final.
