“I Robot” by Isaac Asimov
“I Robot” is a classic Science Fiction set of short stories by the master Isaac Asimov. Many of your students may have seen the recent movie featuring Will Smith. The book is nothing like the movie, though the movie is based technically on the book.

In the book, Asimov introduces the world to the concept of the “Laws of Robotics” which hold throughout the accumulated stories. Long before robots were envisioned as common modern workplace units, Asimov’s vision of the future world of man and machine was regarded as extraordinary.

You can introduce the books by having discussions of the technologies available at the time of its writing. Many of the technologies in the book do not even exist today.
I request that my students buy the book. I recommend used books, and offer to keep their donated copy after they are through with it at the end of the readings. That way I have a few on hand in case students fail to bring theirs, or simply cannot, or will not buy a copy.

I also have used an unabridged audio reading of the book. This is very helpful for those who have trouble reading.  During class, we will open to the appropriate page, and the readers simply follow along.  I usually find a place about 20 minutes into the book to stop, discuss, and then end the period there. I assign them the remainder of the story to read for homework. 

I have also used the method of reading one day a week, for the multiple weeks it takes to finish the stories. This way we can have a break from another intense subject, while not overwhelming them with an entire book to read.  
The worksheets were developed to help ensure comprehension of the story, as well as to assist in making a science connection to the literary one. They help make sure the students read the rest of the story as well. There are no worksheets for the final stories. Feel free to develop them yourself if you desire to.
