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You and your business partner are opening a Fashion Forecasting Service.  In order to get your name out into the fashion community, you have contacted an old-college friend that works as the assistant to the editor of Vogue magazine.  Your friend has gotten you an appointment with the editor in order to present your predictions for Spring 2009.  This is your one chance to establish your name in the fashion industry and you want to do it RIGHT!  

You are going to present information to the editor and her staff in the following areas:

1.  Top 10 Must-Haves for Spring 2009.

2.  Top 5 colors for the season.

3.  What will be the “New Black” for the season.

4.  Top 5 overall trends for the season.

5.  5 trends that will be dying

6.  5 Colors that are history

7.  Anything else you have noticed that will give you an “edge” during your presentation.

Although you are going to offer a lot of your services via the internet, you have complete freedom as to how to present the information to the editor.  Remember, however, that this is your one shot at getting your name established in the fashion industry and the Vogue editor is in a very powerful position to make or break you in the fashion world.

Do your best and don’t forget to include your research of how you arrived at your conclusions.  This will also be submitted in the presentation following each section listed.
