Runway Shows:  Fashion shows that feature designs worn by live models

Open-to-Buy:  Amount of money the buyer has available to commit to the purchase of new apparel for a given period of time

Door:  fashion jargon for retail store
Moda Pronta:  Italian ready-to-wear apparel

Collection Opening:  The first opportunity for buyers to view new fashions
Mature Markets:  Markets that have reached their full potential, with steady demand, but little room for continued growth

Global Sourcing:  the identifying and negotiating of supply chains in numerous world locations

Design Center:  a district in a city where fashion design and production firms are clustered together

Fashion Weeks: periods during each year when fashion designers present new designs or collections

Couturiers:  professional fashion designers involved in designing, making, and selling high fashion

Buying Center:  a central district in a city where fashion businesses sell products to retail buyers

Market Weeks:  the major times scheduled by fashion producers to show fashions to buyers

Mart: a building that houses thousands of showrooms for a specific merchandise category
Culture:  the system of shared beliefs, values, customs, behaviors, and artifacts attributed to members of a specific society
