“Extreme Sports” Webquest
Step 1 – Read the overview from the project on the first page of the link.

Step 2 – Each group member should read through their job description (see assignments below).

Step 3 – From the menu at the top of the page on the webquest, click on Resources. You will find lots of sites dedicated to extreme sports and the other tasks you are assigned. Don’t limit yourselves to just these links. Do your own searches as well.

Step 4 – From the menu at the top of the page on the webquest, click on Process. This will tell you, again, what the job is for your group. Anytime it says “spreadsheet” that means to use Excel. If you are not familiar with Excel, you can certainly list your items in Word. Just make sure they are formatted nicely.

Step 5 – From the menu at the top of the page on the webquest, click on Evaluation. This is a rubric that I will use to evaluate your team’s work. On the line item that says “maps and purchase orders”, you will only be responsible for the map.

Step 6 – Each group member should begin on their individual task. This should take up the first hour of the block.
Step 7 – During the last 30 minutes of the block, group members should bring together their completed tasks. The reporter will then work with all group members to write the first paragraph of the extreme sports article. It will simply be an introduction to what would be a complete magazine article on extreme sports.

Step 8 – Make sure all tasks are completed, printed, stapled, and turn in to the teacher before leaving. No additional time will be given for this assignment.
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
