Project Guidelines
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Just a Few Notes:
· Marketing has been particularly effective in improving international trade.

· International trade contributes many benefits to the participating countries and to the consumers in those countries.

· Marketing activities are essential for international trade.

· Marketers help to determine where products can be sold and how to sell them in countries that may have very different business procedures, money systems, and buying practices.

· Methods of shipping and product handling must be identified or developed.

· Decisions about customer service must be made.

· Promotional methods appropriate for the people in each country or region have to be developed to ensure that customers understand the products and their benefits.

· You will be assigned a country for your research. 
· You will complete a written summary of your country, and then prepare a summary of your research findings for presentation.
· You will earn 1 test grade for this project—Written counts 70%, Presentation counts 30%.
The Written Project:

· Title Page (Student Name, Country Name, Date of Assignment)
· Table of Contents (Use major sections)
· Body of Report
· Description of the country, geographical info
· Description of culture, complete and thorough
· Description of the country’s government, important political aspects
· Description of the country’s economy
· Suggested Marketing Plan for your chosen company (include any areas to be careful about addressing due to the differing cultures.)
· Conclusion
· Will your company be successful in your assigned country?  Explanation and Conclusion.
· Highlight what your employees need to know before entering this new market.

The Presentation:

· Microsoft Power Point or Microsoft Movie Maker can be used to present major points of research to the class. 
· Include in the presentation facts about culture, government and economy as well as how the functions of marketing for this company will be affected.
Project Assessment:

· One test grade will be given for this project. The written research will count 70% and presentation will count 30%.
