

“Guidelines for Creating Effective Presentations”

Power Point Presentation Projects Guidelines
Project Overview:  You’ve already learned that a Power Point Presentation can make or break a presentation. This project is an opportunity for you to present your ideas on what makes a good Power Point Presentation and to apply those skills in a promotion presentation. Yes, you will be making 2 Power Point Presentations. Internet searches will provide you millions of resources for effective presentations (creating and presenting). This is an Advanced Marketing class so let the cartoons and bubble letters go! You are professionals now, so let that show in your presentations. 

Assignment:  You will be creating 2 Power Point Presentations, one instructional and one promotional.

Power Point Presentation 1:  This presentation should be instructional in nature. Your audience is a group of people who are not very familiar with Power Point and your group is responsible for training them. Include the following items in the presentation—

· The purpose of creating Power Point Presentations
· What makes a good presentation
· What makes a bad presentation
· Advice on design
· Advice on the presenter’s presentation skills
Power Point Presentation 2:  This presentation should be promotional in nature. Your group will be choosing a “cause” that you are trying to get the community involved in. Examples include:  Don’t Drink and Drive, Literacy, Save the Environment-Recycling, Cancer Research, etc. You can choose anything that you might be passionate about, something that might be personal to you. Your audience for this presentation is your community. Include the following items in the presentation—

· Overview of your cause

· History of your cause

· Advantages of getting involved in the cause

· How to get involved in the cause

Guidelines for Both Presentations:

· A minimum of 10 slides
· Custom animation on slides and slide transitions
· Include at least 3 web links
· Include at least one link to a Word Document
· Include at least one chart of graph
· All work used from the Internet must be documented in the presentation
Assessment:  Two test grades will be given for this assignment, one for each presentation. Ask for a copy of the rubric as you work on your presentations—make sure you are one track for exceptional work.
