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You will use the GCIS software on the computer as well as on-line resources and other career references to prepare a presentation on a career of your interest.  The presentation will be prepared in PowerPoint.  You are expected to use the features you have learned.  The presentation should have one slide that gives the name of the career and the Headings: Description and Preparation.  Your introduction slide should have an action button that takes you to the beginning of the Description section of your slideshow and an action button that takes you to the beginning of the Preparation section of your slideshow.  (Get list of E-marketing careers from your teacher, use your interest & skills assessments to determine which E-marketing career would be best for you to research.)

What wages should you expect to earn in this career?

What are the skills necessary for this career?

Why do you feel this is a good career choice?
