6. How does this regulation affect businesses?

7. Any other important information specific to your regulation.

From your research, you will create a poster that explains your research to the class.  Your poster should creatively display the answer to the above questions.  Also, be sure to include appropriate pictures to add creativity to the poster.  Use the rubric below when designing your poster.
