Title of Lesson: Dressing for Success on the Job.

Lesson Objective:
• The student will demonstrate proper clothing choices for the actual job setting.

Materials:
• Different articles of clothing. (This will have to be done in advance. Go to a favorite clothing store and explain your lesson and its objective. Take five to seven outfits out on loan for this lesson. Make sure you have sizes that will fit the students. Choose outfits for females and males. Include appropriate and inappropriate articles of clothing for business and manual labor jobs. Students can also bring clothes from home.)

Procedure:
Have several students picked out to display the outfits in a fashion show manner.
Allow the students to stand in front of the class once everyone has displayed their outfits.
Make up different job situations and discuss whether each outfit will be appropriate.
Examples: (Make up as many to reinforce the objective of this lesson.)

• Construction Site - Laborer
• Parisians – Customer Service and/or Sales
• Hardees – Cashier, Cook
• Winn Dixie - Stock, Cashier, Office
• Plumbing Business – Office or on site
• Comcast – office or on site
• Alabama Power (office and on-site)
• A Hospital – Housekeeping, Unit Secretary, Laundry, Cafeteria
• A Restaurant – Hostess, Waiter – Waitress, Dishwasher

Evaluate the appropriateness for each outfit for work and play.

Evaluation: Teacher observation and student evaluations.
