Topic: History of Fashion

Introduction:

One of the most exciting and glamorous fields in fashion is in the area of design.  Many career possibilities exist outside of the classical view of Design.  The purpose of this exercise is to give you a preview of one career options in the area of Fashion Merchandising. 
Objectives:

· The student will research an assigned time period and location for information regarding clothing styles, trends, accessories, and common adornment.
· The student will create a poster or storyboard illustrating the researched time period/place in regard to clothing, material, accessories, and adornment.

· The student will orally present the information in a professional manner to the instructor and classmates communicating all aspects of the project to the audience.

· The student will rate their performance on the poster and the presentation based upon a grading scale provided by the teacher.
Scenario:

You and your partner are free-lance costume designers.  A film producer from Paramount Studios in Hollywood is filming a period movie and wants you to design the wardrobe. You must research the style of the period and the location or place of the movie setting.  You will make a poster presentation/storyboard to the producer and director for their approval before you proceed with the designs.

Directions:

Working with your partner, research your assigned time period/location via Internet, materials in classroom, library, and other sources you may find.  Once you have a good base of research, create a series of costumes for a movie according to your assigned topic.  For example if you are assigned to create a costume for two women and one child, then you should design three total costumes.  The poster or story board should illustrate the costumes.  You may choose to illustrate the costumes by drawing, illustrations from your sources, photographs, or actual costumes.  Students are encouraged to be creative!!  You should submit a completed self-assessment rubric (attached) when you submit your project to the class on ______________.  All posters/storyboards will be due at the beginning of class on_________; however you will be presenting the project during class time on ______________  Oral presentations should be 5-7 minutes in length.
The poster or story board should answer the following questions either visually or in writing:

Focus Questions Set A:
1. What is the location of the movie?  The time period?  

2.  What are some common styles of this time period?

3.  What are some common styles of this country or area?

4. Are the income levels of the characters in the movie important?  If yes, how does this affect the wardrobe choices for the costume design?

5. How do age levels of characters in the movie affect the wardrobe design choices?
Focus Questions Set B:

1. What type of fabrics will be used in the costume design?  What type of fabric was used during this time period/place?
2. What type of decoration/adornment will be used in the costume design?  What type of decoration/adornment was used during this time period/place?
3. What accessories will be used in the costume design?  What types of accessories were popular during this time period/place?

You will be expected to schedule a time with the instructor following the presentation day for feedback on your performance.  Appointments are assigned on a first come, first serve basis.
