Lesson length: 180 minutes
Purpose

To give students the opportunity to try out different ways of advertising through a practical activity

Designing a Newspaper Ad
Method

Ask the students to look at four practical ways to advertise “Letters from Santa”.

Note: All four do not have to be carried out.  This is dependent on student level, location and access to equipment.

Note: If you have any students that have religious or other reasons to not celebrate Christmas (i.e. Jehovah’s Witness) then you need to substitute a non-holiday activity.

· Give each student a copy of 

· Letters from Santa Business Profile
· Letter from Santa
· Santa’s Graphics Sheet
· Discuss the Business Profile and explain the activity

· Organize the groups into 5 smaller groups.  Allocate the advertising themes (Poster – Flyer – Radio Ad – Speech – Newspaper Ad) and set the deadline for the end of the activity (approximately 2 class periods)

· Issue each group with the appropriate Student Information sheet for their part of the campaign

Lesson 3 - Promoting a Product

Letters from Santa – Business Profile

Letters from Santa is a sole proprietorship which has customers ordering personalized letters to young children from Santa.  The letters contain personal details, supplied  by the customer, i.e. name of child, person who has sent the letter to Santa, a mention of someone the young person knows and an indication of what present they want/will get for Christmas.  Information is put on preprinted forms by the customers and it is returned to the company with $2.00 payment.  The completed letter is posted to the young person by the company.

Target Group Location

The entrepreneur wishes to start an advertising campaign in local schools with the parents of elementary children.  Many of these parents collect their children each day from the after-school program.  The parents also attend a PTA meeting monthly.  Pre-kindergarten and nursery schools could also be targeted.

	Flyer
	Handed to parents as they arrive at school
	$15 for 250 black & white (more for color)

	Speech/Display
	5 minute talk at the PTA meeting
	Free – have to persuade the leaders to give you the time

	Radio Ad
	To be played on local radio stations
	Varies – cost of ad on station and time (could try to get the station to do a publicity announcement or interview for free)

	Newspaper Ad
	Ad placed in local paper
	Varies depending on paper and placement and size

(could try to get the paper to do a free write-up for you in the school section)

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Giving a Speech

When you are asked to give a talk about your product, it is important that you get the right message across to potential customers.  Unless you are really good at this, it is maybe better to write down what you plan on saying.  To assist you in your talk you may want to use support material e.g. flyers, samples of the product, music, personal recommendations.  After you have written your speech, don’t memorize, just know it well.  Then practice in front of your teammates several times.

Important points to include:


Write your speech onto some lined paper and once you are happy with it, copy it onto small plain notecards, remembering to number each one.  This should help you give your talk.
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Creating a Radio Advertisement

Your advertisement should get people interested right away.  It should persuade people to buy the product and tell them where they can get it.

Remember to include:
