METAL SHOP SAFETY RULES


1) Keep your safety glasses on your face at all times when in the shop.

2) Always wear the appropriate clothing for the class as described in the Metal Shop Clothing Requirements.

3) Wear short sleeve shirts or keep your sleeves rolled up.

4) If wearing a jacket keep it zipped or buttoned up.

5) Put scrap in the scrap metal container.
6) Do not stack material or tool on the machines.

7) Keep aisles and doorways clear.

8) Use the right tool for the job.

9) Keep machines clean and in good operating condition. 

   10) Always use a GFCI when using all portable electric power tools.

   11) Make sure your hands and feet are dry when using portable electric tools.

   12) Pull on the plug NOT THE CORD, to disconnect tools from electrical outlets.

   13) Assist the machine operator only at the request of the instructor.
   14) Check to see that all clamping devices are tight before starting the machine.

   15) Operate machines only after you have been checked out by the instructor.

   16) When lifting heavy objects lift with your legs or ask for help to avoid back injures. 

   17) Stack materials so that they will not slip or fall.

   18) Always walk, NEVER RUN, through the shop.

   19) Ask for help when carrying long objects through the shop.

   20) Refrain from any practical jokes or horseplay.
   21) Keep oil rags in covered metal containers.

   22) Always know where and how to use fire extinguishing equipment.

   23) Be sure all machines are of when not in use.

   24) Always stand balanced on your on 2 feet when operating a machine.

   25) Never blow compressed air at yourself or another student.

   26) Report ANY and ALL ACCIDENTS to the instructor.

   27) Always clean up all spills as soon as they happen.

   28) Do not disturb another student while they are working.

   29) Report all damaged tools or machines to the instructor immediately. 

   30) Never wear gloves when operating bench grinders.

   31) Caution another student if you see them violating a safety rule.

32) If a piece of equipment does not operate properly, shut off the machine and inform       the instructor.                                                   

33) Whenever in doubt about a job or operation, ask your instructor for help.
34) Cleaning up is the responsibility of all students.

35) Store all flammable or combustible materials in their proper location.

36) Always use proper shade face shields for cutting and welding.

37) Turn off and disable all power sources before adjusting all machines.

38) Never use shop equipment as a leaning post.

39) Keep all cutting edges sharp.

40) REMEMBER THAT THE SHOP IS A PLACE TO WORK AND

      LEARN. USE IT ONLY FOR THOSE PURPOSES.
