Safety Situations Handouts
Situation 1:  Prepare to weld in the flat position.  In addition to Personal Protective Equipment, be sure to consider what steps need to be taken in order to insure a safe work area (flammability, ventilation).  Be prepared to tell the class of possible hazards that may be found during this situation.  Also be prepared to describe to the class what tools you will be using, and if any of them require special safety considerations.  Divide the demonstration equally among group members.
Situation 2: Prepare to cut a piece of 3/8” Steel plate with the oxyfuel torch.  In addition to Personal Protective Equipment, be sure to consider what steps need to be taken in order to insure a safe work area (flammability, ventilation).  Be prepared to tell the class of possible hazards that may be found during this situation.  Also be prepared to describe to the class what tools you will be using, and if any of them require special safety considerations. Divide the demonstration equally among group members.
Situation 3: Prepare to move a full sheet of sheet metal through the shop.  In addition to Personal Protective Equipment, be sure to consider what steps need to be taken in order to insure a safe work area (obstructions, lifting techniques).  Be prepared to tell the class of possible hazards that may be found during this situation.  Also be prepared to describe to the class what safety considerations needed to be made. Divide the demonstration equally among group members.
Situation 4: Prepare to grind a piece of metal with a side grinder. In addition to Personal Protective Equipment, be sure to consider what steps need to be taken in order to insure a safe work area (flammability, ventilation, clamping, GFCI).  Be prepared to tell the class of possible hazards that may be found during this situation, and how to deal with them.  Also be prepared to describe to the class what tools you will be using, and if any of them require special safety considerations. Divide the demonstration equally among group members.
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
