Introduction to Micrometers Worksheet

Directions: Using the “dollar-quarter-penny” method to read the graduations on a micrometer, label which units of the micrometer readings are the ‘dollar,’ ‘quarter,’ and ‘penny.’ An example is also provided to further help you complete the worksheet.
Remember the simple way of reading the micrometer is “dollar-quarter-penny.”


Dollar is the 0-9 graduations. In a reading, this will be:  0 or 0.100-0.900.

Quarter is the 0.025 graduations. In a reading, this will be:  0.000, 0.025, 0.050, or 0.075.

Penny is the thimble graduations. In a reading, this will be:  0.000 or 0.001-0.024.
