Measurement Activity Handout
Directions: Create a neighborhood using the following guidelines:

· Your neighborhood must have 3 streets:

A. Kingston Street,
6  1/2 inches in length and 2  3/4 inches in width

B. Eagle Avenue,
7  2/8 inches in length and 1  1/2 inches in width

C. Ruler Road,

9  1/8 inches in length and 2  1/4 inches in width

· On Kingston Street, draw two houses and a school:

A. House #1 will be blue and will have the following measurements:


4 centimeters (cm) in length and 4 cm in width


In the front yard, there is a garden that measures 2 cm in length and 1 cm in width.
B. House #2 will be green and will have the following measurements:


2  1/2 inches (in.) in length and 1  5/8 in. in width

In the backyard, there is a pool that measures 4.5 cm in length and 2 cm in width.

C. The school must measure 9.5 cm in length and 6 cm in width.

· On Eagle Avenue, draw two houses; there is also a courthouse:

A. House #1 will be yellow and will have the following measurements:

4  1/8 in. in length and 2  3/4 in. in width

In the front yard, there is a tree that stands 3.5 in. in height.

B. House #2 will be red and will have the following measurements:
8.7 cm in length and 6 cm in width

In the front yard is a campaign sign measuring 1.1 cm in length and 0.7 cm in width.

C. Draw the courthouse with measurements 3  1/4 in. in length and 2  3/8 in. in width. 

· On Ruler Road draw two houses and a police station:

A. House #1 will be brown and will have the following measurements:

7.3 cm in length and 5.4 cm in width

B. House #2 will be orange and will have the following measurements:

3  1/8 in. in length and 1  5/8 in. in width

Around the backyard is a fence that measures 5  2/8 in. in length and 3  3/4 in. in width. 

C. The police station must measure 5.2 cm in length and 4.6 cm in width.

Your neighborhood should be neat and colorful. Bonus: Draw three other objects and label their measurements in either inches or centimeters.
