How many jobs does it take???
Ever think about how many jobs it might take to get one product from the farm to the grocery store.  You might be amazed once you stop and think about it.  

We are going to turn it into a little competition!  The group with the most correct jobs at the end of time, will win a prize.    

Directions: 

1st – Put yourself into a group of four. (You and 3 other people)

2nd – Move away from the other groups so they can’t hear your answers.

3rd – Pick a person to write for your group and that person needs to get out paper and something to write with. 

4th – Once the teacher is ready, 1 person from the group come and pick the product you will be creating jobs for and take it back to the group. 

Don’t start until the teacher tells you!!!

So now what do I do???

As a group, come up with jobs that it would take to create the product you have chosen.  The jobs don’t have to be a fancy title and they don’t have to be in order.  As you come up with them, have the recorder write them down on the paper.  The jobs all have to be actual, legitimate jobs to count.  Make sure to number as you go.  

Some examples: 

Milk:

Person who milks the cow 

Person who makes the cow feed 

Person who pasteurizes the milk

Person who makes the carton

Person who drives it to the store

Orange Juice: 

Person who plants the trees 
Person who fertilizes the trees 

Person who inspects the oranges 

Person who seals the carton
