Navigate Using the Sun


Your group sets off in a southeast direction.  After walking a couple of miles, you find yourselves in a densely wooded area.  There are trees all around so you need a compass to show you which way to go.  You look for the compass, but you cannot find it!  Someone must have dropped it back at the picnic site.  Do you go all the way back to look for it, or do you know another way to keep you headed in the right direction?  It is a sunny day—so you can use the Sun!  In Earth’s Northern Hemisphere, the Sun is in the South at midday.  In the Southern Hemisphere, the Sun is in the North at midday.
