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You have learned in this lesson about the basic requirements for animal growth and development.  Included, was the need for a good environment or habitat.  What does a good habitat mean?  (Shelter, housing and sanitation.)

Habitat for Sale!  An animal's habitat provides the food, water, shelter and space it needs to survive.  Explain that some animals build special homes in their habitats.  Some examples are beaver lodges, bird nests, fox dens, and gopher holes.  The homes provide shelter from weather, protection from predators, and places to raise young.  

1.  Read some real estate ads from a newspaper and then read this make-believe example.

· Delightful Dens: Bottomland hardwood forest available in Georgia.  Our hollow logs and large tree cavities make great dens.  Plenty of berries, nuts, insects and carrion. Give us a call before snow starts to fall.  (Answer: Black Bear) 

2.  Write a classified ad that describes an animal's habitat and/or home.  Some suggestions for animals are: flying squirrel, bat, rat, snake, duck, ant, woodpecker, earthworm, spider, bass, fox, cricket, squirrel, raccoon, deer, and rabbit. This will include a little research, but be creative.
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
