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In the lesson, you learned how much meat Americans can consume within one year.  Lets do some math problems to see exactly how much meat Americans can really eat!

1.  A family eats on average 4 pounds of meat in 1 week.  How many pounds of meat will this family consume in one year? (Hint:  There are 52 weeks in 1 year)
2.  If the average American consumes 97 pounds of beef in 1 year, how many pounds of beef does this person consume in 1 week? (Hint:  There are 52 weeks in 1 year)
3.  Tim and Mary decide to have one of their cows slaughtered and processed.  They received 120 packs of ground beef from the processor.  How many weeks will the ground beef last if Mary is using 2 packs a week for cooking?
4.  Tim and Mary consume 4 pounds of pork in January, 6 pounds of pork in February, 3 pounds of pork in March, and 2 pounds of pork in April.  What is their average consumption of pork?
