Sit at a computer your teacher assigns or beside someone who you will not talk to during class today.  

Go to the Internet Explorer

1. Click on Assessment at the top of the screen or on the side menu and then you click on Matchmaker.  Type in your first and last name
2. Click – start new session of matchmaker

3. Answer the questions.  If you don’t know what something is talking about then click on the question mark and it will describe what the question is about.

4. After you have answered the first session of questions; close the box and go back to below the red shaped strip on the right hand side of the screen and click answer more questions. You will be given another session of questions. You are to answer all of those. Continue to go back and click to answer more questions to narrow down your career choices until the box pops up and states that “there are no more questions”.  You are then ready to go down to the education blue box and click on the education level you plan on obtaining.  Now update your career list. 
5. Go down to review your answers and change anything you would like to change.  It will show you 20 or 25 answers at a time and you will need to save each section before you move across the bottom of the screen to see each section of answers.  After you finished the review, you need to update you career list.  

6. You are now ready to click on “My Skills” and complete the skills questions.  You need to remember that you are in middle school and are not an adult answering these questions. If you select that you are highly qualified that means that you have the skills that an adult would need to get and keep this job.  You will not have A’s and B’s if you answer the questions correctly.  Answering that you are highly qualified means you could do this for a living right now.  
7. Once you have your skill levels beside the careers – list ten of your jobs with their letter scores.  
8. Save to your portfolio.  
9. Create a new portfolio with your user name being your first name dot last name without a space.  Password – one that you will remember from year to year.
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
