Now go to “Career Planning” at the top of the screen, then to “Learn About Yourself”
Click on “Transferable Skills Checklist”  

If you have completed this assessment in the past it will state “You previously completed the transferable skills checklist on ______ date”  

You are to click on the get started button and after you have completed your assessment compare your answers to your previous session.

Transferable skills are soft skills that are needed at most jobs.  They go with a person from job to job but do not include job specific skills.

You are to evaluate the transferable skills you have today and the ones that you think you will learn in the near future. 

You will need to select your skills in 25 different sections or categories.  You are to continue from one section to the next until you complete all 25 sections.  You will then need to get your transferable skills results and review them.  Now click on view the careers that match your transferable skills selection and look at them.
