“Your Profile” – Experiences and Activities

Go to the home page of Gacollege411.org 

If a first time user, you must create an account.  Ask your teacher if they or the county has already created an account for you.  If so, use that log in information.  Once you log in with the teacher or county created information, you will be able to change your password.  Make sure you make it something that is professional and something that you will remember year after year. For example:  our students all use their passwords from the county network log in for their Gacollege411 password.  That way they will remember it each year.

If you are not a first time user of GAcollege411.org, then you are to sign into your account with your account name and password.  

Now go to “Your Profile”
You will be able to personalize your portfolio by adding your experiences and activities. You will be able to edit and add to them in the future as you accomplish and gain new experiences.   

After the age of 13, you will be able to enter your personal demographics. 

Click on “Experiences and Activities”
You will see several categories listed that you will be able to input information overtime as you accomplish some of your goals and gain new experiences to help you in life.

The sections include: 

Experiences – You are to list each major experience separately and include the date, location, type of experience (work, education, volunteering, travel, sports, hobby, event, relationship, or other) and a complete description of the experience that was meaningful or influential to you personally. Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Activities – You are to list each activity separately including the name, starting and ending dates of the activity, type of activity (volunteering, community, school group/clubs, athletics, music, church work, hobby, family activity or other), number of hours per week/year, a complete description of the activity and if you are going to continue this activity in college or not. Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Community Service and Service Learning  - You are to include the name and type of service, description of service, starting and ending date, description of activity/service, list the skills and/or knowledge you gained from this experience, along with the contact person who would write you a letter of reference for your service in this activity. Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Physical Health Activities – You are to list your activity, description, date or frequency of that activity plus the benefits of the activity to you personally. Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Awards, Distinctions and Honors – You must include the name of the award, the level or type of the award, date of the award, a description of the award along with which activity the award was connected with (volunteering, community, school group/clubs, athletics, music, church work, hobby, family activity or other). Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Leadership – You are to list the positions/office of leadership, description of the position, your title, date you served in each of the positions along with which activity it is connected with (volunteering, community, school group/clubs, athletics, music, church work, hobby, family activity or other). Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Networking  - You are to include the name and email address of people who could help you reach your educational and career goals. Remember to save your information to your portfolio.

Projects – this is where you would list your major projects, date of project, description of the project, the class subjects you used to complete the project, the tools, new vocabulary and skills required to complete the project.  This is not to be a simple class project but a major project involving several classes or a major project in the community. Remember to save your information to your portfolio. 

Make sure that you save your information after each section.
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
