26. What are the core curriculum classes required for admissions?

27. What types of programs/degrees are offered? Associate, Bachelor’s, Master’s, Specialists, PhD. Etc.
28. List two program of study that you have an interest in that are offered at this school.

29. What type of financial aid is available?

30. What percent of the freshman class return the next year?

31. Does the institution have a career planning and placement office?
