Learning Experiences:

The teacher needs to remind students that now that they know why people work, they are going to look at what happens to the money.  Teacher needs to introduce how people are paid.  People are paid by salary, hourly wage, commission, by the job and by tips.

The teacher needs to discuss the difference in a place – McDonalds and a job such as cashier at McDonalds.  The students sometimes confuse a place for the job.   This is to make sure that they know the difference along with knowing where the money goes too.
