Topic:  Diversity and Success      Lesson Plan Title:  Women Scientists with Disabilities Video 
Standards:

Essential Question:  How can you respect diversity and find success at work or school? 
Vocabulary: disabilities, diversity

Materials Needed: 

·  Women Scientists with Disabilities Video, http://science.education.nih.gov
· Video notes worksheet

· Pencil/Paper

Basic Outline: 

· Watch the video and have students take notes (worksheet) (22 minutes)
· Explain how people can be successful with math and science even if they have a disability (8 minutes)
· Have students reflect on how math and science can allow students to be successful as long as they have appropriate behaviors at work. (20 minutes)
Focus Questions: 
What is going on in the video? 
1. What were the disabilities of the scientists? 
2. Since these scientists were good in math, science, and acted appropriately at work, did it matter they had a physical disability?

3. How can you focus on your behaviors and basic skills to be successful in the future?
Application 
1. Have students write a one paragraph persuasive response on how their math skills or behaviors can allow them to succeed in the future. They should imagine they are writing a blog.  Have them convince the reader how people should respect diversity and focus on strengths instead of having inappropriate behaviors and little mathematic skills.
