Essential Question:  How can you change a challenge into an opportunity? 
Vocabulary: disabilities, conflict management, positive attitude, diversity

Basic Outline: 

· Read Michelle’s story (20 minutes)
· Answer and discuss questions focused on positive outcomes (10 minutes)
· Link the story to being involved and changing challenges to opportunities for the students. (20 minutes)
Focus Questions: 
What is going on with Michelle’s story? 
1. What stood out for you in Michelle’s story?

2. What did these teens discover about themselves?
Application 
1. Discuss when you had challenges. When did you keep trying, despite not doing well?
2. How can you change a challenge in to a positive situation?

3. How many hours should you spend on your weakness? Michelle worked hard at being successful.  How many hours do you have after school? How many does that leave you for working on this (sports, improving relationships, grades, saving money, etc)?
