Topic:  Communication      Lesson Plan Title:  Teamwork Activity 
Standards:

Essential Question:  What should a good team do to be successful? 
Vocabulary: teamwork, communication, positive attitude, behavior, conflict management, problem solving
Materials Needed: 

·  Teamwork Project ppt
· Teamwork supplies (cookies, crackers, fruit snacks, candy, foam cup/bowl, straws, paper clips, string, etc)
· Pencil/Paper

Basic Outline: 

· Discuss teamwork (5 minutes)
· Present the PowerPoint (10 minutes)

· Have students brainstorm ideas for the project (5 minutes)

· Have students do the project (25 minutes)

· Clean-up and written reflection of teamwork (15 minutes)
Focus Questions: 
What is going on in a good team? 
1. How do your math skills help you achieve a better score? Is measurement important? Is it helpful to use your items and use problem solving skills? 
2. What should you do verbally and non-verbally to communicate better?

3. How can you get along with your team?
Application 
1. Have the students work in teams and look over the items given and review the PowerPoint requirements.  Then have the students build the structure to represent the Pathway the team selects
2. When the team feels they are complete they should explain to the teacher all 4 points from the rubric so they can get graded.  

3. Have the students reflect on their teamwork and do a written response at the end of the activity.
