	Doctoral Degree                                I
	The highest degree you can earn in college (does not include professional degrees)

	Professional Degree                   G
	A degree beyond the bachelor’s degree in a specialized field such as law, medicine, pharmacy, etc.

	On-the-job Training                           J
	Non-formal education obtained from work experience and mentoring more experienced employees.

	School-to-Career                              E
	High School programs that provide you with job training and experience before you begin your career or post-secondary education.
