How to Read a Storybook to Children

· Be familiar with the book

· Select a book with large print and colorful pictures that are age appropriate for the listeners.

· Write five to 10 questions about the story that you will ask the children after you have finished reading the book

· Position the child or children in a comfortable position in front of you.  You should sit in a chair so that you can keep the book at eye level for the children to see the pictures and words. (depending on the age of the children) If the child is a baby you should, of course, hold the baby on your lap.

· Introduce the book to the children, by telling them that you are going to read them a story, give the title, author’s name, and the illustrator’s name. Tell them that they should listen very carefully because you are going to ask them questions about the story when you are finished reading the book.

· Hold the book with one hand so that it faces the children at all times as you read the story.

· Use action in your voice as you read to make the story interesting.

· When you have finished reading the story, ask the prewritten questions.
