SEVENTH GRADE   TEAMING EXERCISE

· After completing the six personal quilt designs, each table group will choose one design to replicate from the designs drawn by all team members. Once the design is chosen, have the teacher check off the design and give the group a large piece of 1” graph paper

· From the upper left hand corner of the grid paper, mark / make a grid every four squares by counting four squares and placing diagonal line at the intersecting point.
· 

slash mark or a dot.
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· Scale up the design by drawing the group’s chosen design in a 16” X 16” square.
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· From the design drawn, draw the individual parts of the design on the white (or unused) space and cut out these pieces as your patterns.
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· Look through the wallpaper books and choose samples that your group agrees on for your design.
· Use the patterns cut to trace the parts of the design and cut out the wallpaper and position on the design.
· Arrange on 16” X 16” design.

· Glue each piece from the inside to out keeping white space to a minimum.
· Once the design has been glued, place glue on the back of the design and place on backing paper found by the washing machine.  This will add strength and thickness to the design.
· Glue your team names and job duties with your table identity to the back and have laminated.
