Building Our Community Project 

The class will be divided into groups of 4. The work for this project will be done mostly in class if you stay on task and work hard. 

Each group will design their own community cooperatively. Everyone will be expected to contribute to the planning and the building of their design. Each student will write an explanation of his or her experience with their group’s community.  

1) Create a rough draft map of your community using graph paper.  Use your Final Needs and Wants Worksheet.
a. Each square on the graph paper is equal to 1 foot.  (you will be building the 3-D city using the same proportions, just on a larger  scale)

b. Make sure to include: 
i. 12 buildings (your choice on what they are)

ii. 6 – 8 roads that run both parallel and perpendicular to each other.

iii. 2 different types of landscapes

c. In the following areas:

i. Housing

ii. Recreational Areas

iii. Business Area

iv. Emergency Providers

2) Make a 3-D model of your community.

a. Draw a grid on rough draft     (bigger then graph paper).

b. Draw a grid on the foam board for 3-D Community-(same proportion just a larger scale)  

c. Transfer all items from rough draft to 3-D model 

d. Complete 3-D Model using the buildings and accessories available in class. If you have toy cars, or supplies at home feel free to bring them in.  Make sure that your model corresponds to your rough draft map. 

3) Discuss Laws for your community.  

a. Review Our Community Laws Brainstorm Worksheet and make changes if you need too.    

b. Create a poster to display with your 3-D Community.

4) In a short 1 page (maximum 2 page) report using 12pt font, explain the following: 

a. What is community name? 

b. What physical features did your group include? Why?
c. What services did you include and why? 

d. How many people live in your community? 

e. What is unique about your community?

f. Include a picture of your community (Mrs. Ruge will take picture)

g. What is your favorite item of your community?

h. What would you change about your community?
5) Present your community to the class paying special attention to what makes your community unique.   Your presentation should be between 3 and 5 minutes in length.  Make sure you address the questions from #3 above and that your presentation is well organized with a beginning, middle and an end. Practice your Presentation as a group.  

You will receive three separate project grades (Group Project Grade, Individual Project Grade and Final Paper Grade) plus a combined project grade (the three grades will be averaged together.
