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1. developmental tasks –the ability to perform an undertaking   based on a predetermined chart.
2. human growth – the process by which humans increase in size and develop their mature form and function.
3. environment - the sum total of physical, cultural, and behavioral features that surround and affect an individual
4. embryo – the fertilized egg up to eight weeks.                  

5. age appropriate – referring to activities, materials, and methods that are coordinated with a child’s level of development for which the child is ready.
6. fetus – the unborn baby from the eight or ninth week of pregnancy until birth.                                                         
7. career – long term or a lifelong job.
       8.    infant -  A very young child, baby, one who is not yet walking.

9. negligence – causing harm or injury to another person or property or failing to  

       provide proper care  to someone or something in one’s charge.                  

10. toddler A child between the ages of one-year and three- years of age.                                                        
11. liability – legal responsibility or obligation for one’s actions to another person or person’s property.

12. preschooler – a child up to age five, not old enough to attend kindergarten.           
13. supervision – to watch over and individual or a task that is being performed by someone.
14. motor skills -  the ability to perform a coordinated set of movements using the small and/or the large muscles.                            

15. toxic – poisonous.
16. heredity – the passing on of certain physical characteristic from parents to child at the time of conception.

17. hand-eye coordination – the ability of the eyes and the hand and arm muscles to work together to perform the same task.                        
18. positive reinforcement – a reward for an accomplishment of acceptable behavior.
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
