True/False Reading  in the Content Activity Instructions

1. Have students to take a sheet of paper and fold the paper according to the following instructions:

A. Fold the paper in half vertically (hot dog bun style) and crease (They should have two equal halves. 1/2s)

B. Unfold and fold in half horizontally (hamburger bun style) and crease (They should have four equal parts. 1/4s)

C. Unfold and bring the top and the bottom to the center horizontal fold, crease. ( They should have eight equal parts. 1/8)

2. Give pairs of students the same article or item to read. ( It is a good idea to allot a specific amount of time for them to read)
3. Once the students have finished reading have them to write a false statement about something from the reading in each of the left side 1/8 blocks. (call time)
4. Have the students to exchange papers with their partner, the partner is to read the false statements and write true version of the statement in the corresponding 1/8 block on the right side of the paper. Other idea is that you may have the first reader to write statements that can be true or false and the second reader has to determine if the statements are true or false. Again, the second reader will indicate in the corresponding right side block if the statement is true or false and if the statement is false they must write the true version. (call time)
