Definitions of Vocabulary: Early Childhood Grade Eight

Caregiver- A person or persons who are primary responsible for the care of a child or children.
Child Abuse-the physical and/or emotional mistreatment of a child or children.
Child Neglect – Failing to provide a child with the basic necessities of life, such as food , shelter, medical care, and clothing.  

Cognitive Development – The development of thought processes, including remembering, problem solving, and decision-making, from childhood through adolescence to adulthood.  

Cover Letter – A business letter that accompanies a resume and or job application introducing the sender as the applicant’ qualifications for the attached job
Discipline – A process that helps children learn to get along wit others and control their own feelings.
Embryo – The fertilized egg up to eight weeks.
Emotional development – The way a child feels about him or herself.
Environment – The sum total of physical, cultural, and behavioral features that surround and affect an individual.
Fetus – The unborn baby from the eight or ninth week of pregnancy until birth.
Guidance – Supervised care of assistance, providing leadership and direction.
Heredity – The passing on of certain physical characteristics from parents to child at the time of conception.
Infant – A very young child, baby, one who is not yet walking.
Job application form – A form which is provided by a prospective employer which the prospective employee completes applying for a specified job at the company.
Moral development – Knowing right from wrong and behaving in such a way.
Newborn – A baby from birth to four weeks.
Nurture – To provide the love, attention, encouragement and support
Physical development – The development of the small and large muscles; growth in height and weight.
Preschooler – A child up to age five, not old enough to attend kindergarten.
Responsibilities – The obligation for the proper custody, care, and safe keeping of property or supervision of an individual
Resume - A written document that lists your work experience, skills, and educational background. It is used as a tool for a job, scholarship, etc.
Social development – The way a child plays and gets along with other children.
Toddler – A child between the ages of one-year and three-years of age.
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
