Vocabulary Terms Teacher Notes
Balance – A scientific instrument that determines the mass of materials. (examples are triple-beam balance and electronic balance)
Beaker – A glass container that has a wide mouth and holds solids and liquids.

Biotechnology – Scientists’ use of the tools of modern genetics in the age-old process of improving plants, animals, and microorganisms for food production.  

Buret – A long, thin cylinder marked to 0.1 of a milliliter.

Calibrate – To check, adjust, or standardize the marks on a measuring instrument.

Data – Information gathered during an experiment.
Decimal System – A numbering system in which numbers are expressed in units of ten.

Erlenmeyer flask – A cone-shaped container with a narrow neck and a broad, flat base.

Experiment – A way to test a hypothesis in order to verify or disprove it.

Food Science – The study of producing, processing, preparing, evaluating and using food.

Graduated Cylinder – A tall, cylindrical container used for measuring the volume of liquids.

Holding Devices – To hold equipment, you will use ring stands, iron rings, and clamps.
Hypothesis – Testable predictions that explain certain observations.


Insoluble – Does not dissolve.
Laboratory Thermometer – Handles high temperatures, above the boiling point of water.
Meniscus – The bottom of the curve a liquid forms in a container.
Metric System – A common language used all around the world for measurement.
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Nanotechnology – The science of building materials and devices from single atoms and molecules.

Petri Dish – A shallow dish with a loose-fitting cover.

STEM – The disciplines of study including science, technology, engineering and mathematics.

Taring -  A procedure used to measure the mass of a substance but not its container.  First mass the empty container, then subtract that value from the mass of the substance and the container together.

Test Tube – Cylindrical container that holds a small quantity of a solid or liquid.  Held in a test tube rack and washed and cleaned with test tube brushes.
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
