Purpose of Lab:  You will prepare rock candy and observe and record your results of the crystals. You will need to allow several days for the formation of multi-layers of sugar molecules.
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Procedure:  
Day # 1

1.  Mass sugar and measure water. Combine both in saucepan.
2.  Wet the wooden skewer or string and roll it in a small amount of granulated sugar.  Set it
     aside on a piece of wax paper to dry while you are completing the remainder of this
     experiment.

3.  Place saucepan on range top on medium heat. Bring ingredients to a boil, stirring often with 
     wooden spoon.  Allow mixture to boil until all of the sugar is dissolved and the solution is clear.
4.  Remove the saucepan from the heat.  If you are using flavoring extract or food coloring, add at 
     time to the solution.  For extract add 1 teaspoon or for oil add ½ teaspoon; only use one, not
     both. Add 2 to 3 drops of food coloring and stir to insure even coloring.

5.  Allow it to cook about 10 minutes. Carefully pour it into the jar using the funnel.
5.  Gently lower the skewer or string until it hangs about 1 inch from the bottom of the jar. 
     Suspend the skewer or thread at the top of the jar with wooden clothespin. 
6.  Let the jar sit undisturbed for several days (about 7 days). You should see crystals forming. 

7.  Clean up your lab area.

8.  Observe and record your data on your lab sheet over the next seven days.
