
Things to Remember
• Don’t tell any of the other groups which “Trick” you are presenting. 

• Involve everyone in your group; treat everyone in the group respectfully. 

• Do not use a specific situation that people can identify or that will embarrass 

anyone. 

• Demonstrate the “Trick” well enough for other students to identify it. 

• Do not use any word that sounds like the “Trick” you are demonstrating (e.g., 

don’t say “reject” during the “Rejection” scenario). 

• The person being pressured may react but is not to respond verbally to the 

pressure. 

• All players are to stop when the teacher calls “Freeze” at the end of the 

demonstration. Wait until the teacher signals you to relax.
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
