LESSON 1: UNDERSTANDING DISINFECTANTS

1.
Identify the standards. Standards should be posted in the classroom.

Students will demonstrate safety rules when mixing disinfectants, using electrical equipment, facial implements, and machines.

Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

4.
Define the vocabulary words on the board.
5.
Give a short lecture on the levels of decontamination.
6.
Have students look around the room and identify all surfaces (tools, door knobs, fixtures, etc.) that constitute routine sources of contamination and preventive measures students can take to reduce it. Ask a volunteer to record the findings on a flip chart or on the board.

7.
Students will properly select and mix disinfectant to sanitize and disinfect tools and surfaces in the lab following the safety rules and the product directions.

8.
Activity:


Place students into groups of four. Display a variety of antiseptics and disinfectants and write the name of each of them on individual slips of paper. Assign a reporter, recorder, time keeper, noise monitor, and reader. A student from each group will pick up a slip of paper from the desk with one of the disinfectants listed on it. Each group will determine what that disinfectant is for, the proper use of it, and how you store it. Then the group will present it to the class.

Discuss as a class the groups’ findings.

LESSON 2: SALON APPLIANCES AND EQUIPMENT SAFETY  

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· How can you ensure the safety of others when using electrical equipment?

2.
Interest approach-Mental set:
Ask students to identify whose safety they should be concerned with while working with electrical equipment and why.
Ask them what would determine that the equipment was in good or bad working order.
3.
Take the students into the lab to the circuit breaker box and demonstrate how a breaker can be thrown and reset. Have the students bring their notebooks and pencils to take notes. Have students plug in and turn on a variety of appliances. Have students list what switches relate to what areas in the lab (dryers, manicure area, laundry area, etc,). Continue until all switches have been thrown and reset and students have located all areas.

4.
Give a short lecture on the terminology of electrical equipment.

5.
Have students brainstorm and create a list of salon appliances that use electricity to operate. Have a student write the list on a flip chart or on the board and discuss.
6.
As a class, generate a list of guidelines for safe use of electrical equipment in the lab.

7.
Have students properly inspect all appliances and equipment to make sure they are all in good working order.

8.
Use disinfectants to sanitize all electrical equipment.

9.
Assign the Culminating Performance Task: Safety Poster Presentations.

LESSON 3: CLEANING FACIAL EQUIPMENT

1. Review Essential Question. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· Why is it important to sanitize and disinfect all implements and tools used in facials?    

2.
Outline procedures for sanitizing facial implements and equipment. 

Students will:

• Compare the different types of facial equipment and their uses.
• Receive a demonstration of the basic procedures of sanitizing facial implements and                                 equipment.
• Practice the sanitizing procedure
• List the cleanup and sanitation procedure for facial implements and equipment.

• Propose a list of clients that some electrical facial equipment cannot be used on. 

• Complete a crossword puzzle work sheet of different type of facial equipment.

Activity: Think Pair Share Strategy

Have the students prepare a written summary of their understanding about sanitizing facial implements and electrical equipment. Have students share their findings in small groups and then with the class. Determine if further review is necessary.

NOTES & REFLECTION: 

In order to comply with sanitation disinfection and sterilization rules and regulations as applied to the field of cosmetology, students must practice the procedures frequently as to become accustomed to sanitizing and disinfecting implements and equipment after each use.

Safety Poster Presentations

Culminating Unit Performance Task Description/Directions/Differentiated Instruction: 

· Divide students into five groups and have them choose from a list of electrical equipment safety components, (fuse box, circuit breaker, two prong plugs, three prong plug, and the UL symbol). 
· Have students research create a poster for a grade. Students will be graded on their knowledge, artistic approach, originality, and effectiveness. 
· There should be a leader, recorder, time keeper, reporter, and a reader. 
· For a peer assessment activity, students should take turns going to the board after each presentation and write one word to describe what they think about the presentation.
