8 Bones of the Cranium:
1. Ethmiod: bone between the eye sockets forms the nasal cavity

2. Occipital: bone lower protruding back of cranium 

3. Frontal: bone forms the forehead

4. Parietal (1): bones forms the top and sides of the cranium
5. Parietal (2)
6. Temporal (1): bones located in the ear region below the parietal bones

7. Temporal (2) 
8. Sphenoid: bone joins the bones of the cranium
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14 Bones of the Face:

1. Lacrimal (1): bones in the eye sockets toward the front
2. Lacrimal (2) 

3. Zygomatic (1): bones form the cheekbones


4. Zygomatic (2)

5. Maxillae (1): bones upper jaw bone
6. Maxillae (2)

7. Mandible: bone largest and strongest bone of the face forms the lower jaw
8. Palatine (1): bones forms roof of the mouth

9. Palatine (2) 

10. Vomer: bone located between the nostrils

11. Nasal (1): bones form the bridge of the nose
12. Nasal (2)

13. Turbinal (1) bones soft bones form the outer walls of the nose
14. Turbinal (2)
