· Why is regular cleaning necessary?

· Should there be repercussions if a salon Is not properly sanitized?

· How does a clean salon relate to professionalism?

LESSON 2:  SALON CONTAMINANTS

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· What types of contaminants can be found in a salon?

· What contaminants are of specific concern to cosmetologists?

2.
Bacteria, Viruses and Fungi — Oh No!

· Show students the Keeping the Salon Clean PowerPoint presentation.

· After viewing the PowerPoint, lead a brief discussion about contaminants.

· Ask students, “Where do you think we would find contaminants in the classroom?”

· What type of contaminants do you think cosmetologists should be most concerned with?

· How do you think we can prevent contaminants from spreading?

· What areas in your home do you think should be kept free of contaminants?

Contaminants Project

· Break the class into small groups and give each group a copy of the Salon Contaminants Project Handout for instruction.

· Allow students time to complete the poster project in class.

· After the posters are complete, have the groups present them in front of the class.
5.    Refer to the Salon Contaminants Project Rubric for grading.

Summary

· Have students write down one fact from each group presentation on contaminants.

LESSON 3:  SANITIZING THE SALON

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.

· How can salons be kept clean and contaminant-free?

2.
Cleaning the Salon

· Show students the Sanitation and Sterilization PowerPoint presentation.

· After the PowerPoint, review the key points in a discussion session.

· Ask students, “What is the purpose of OSHA?”

· What are the three levels of decontamination?

· Why is it important to follow the labels on chemical containers and MSDS?

· What are some contaminants from Lesson 2 that could be killed by proper decontamination?

3.
Sanitation Skits

· Break the class up into six groups and assign each group one of the following topics:

· Blood spills

· Salon tools

· Capes and linens

· Electrical equipment

· Foot spas

· Hard surfaces

· Instruct each group to create a short skit that demonstrates proper decontamination procedures for their assigned topic.

· Note: Encourage groups to research online or in the library for additional procedures not outlined in the PowerPoint presentation.

· Give the groups a set amount of class time to prepare their skits, and then allow them to present in front of the rest of the class.

4.
Summary Activity

· Have students write down one question they have about Unit 2 and pass them to the front.

· Ask each question to the class and allow the students time to answer it and discuss the question before giving them the correct answer or weighing in yourself.

Review

· Give students five to 10 minutes at the start of class to ask any questions they may have about the test.
