4. Interest grabber:
Ask Students… have you ever dreamed of working for the movies or Broadway? Well the styles the director chooses are from the decade the theme is set in. Example: Hair spray was in the 50’s, footloose that was just filmed in Georgia was set in the 70’s. Most of the styles can be achieved with wet styling techniques. Even on the Red Carpet, movie stars are wearing finger waves and pin curls.

LESSON 2: WET STYLING NOTEBOOK AND LAB

Hand out the Mind Maps Worksheet with each method posted in the center as the main topic. You will need one each for Finger waves, pin curls, rollers, and wrapping.

When all students have had time to work alone on the mind maps, ask for a volunteer to record answers on the board. 
3.    The volunteer will draw a map and add answers as the instructor facilitates the process.

YOU MUST MAKE MODELS FOR EACH SERVICE FOR THE STUDENTS TO HAVE AN EXAMPLE. 
· NOTE: Use bald manikins and wig pins. The wig pins will work for rollers. Wig pins and clippies work for pin curl clips and you will need to do a finger wave and wrapping model.
