3. Use double-prong clippies to secure. 

4. Back-comb/brush hair appropriately. Complete finished style. 
	Student needed several reminders to complete the blow dry and round brush styling. Had difficulty with two or more of the following tasks: 
1. Section hair according to directions. 

2. Clip hair out of way to dry each section using round brush, and the cool button. 

3. Use double-prong clippies to secure. 

4. Back-comb/brush hair appropriately. Complete finished style.

4. Back-comb/brush hair appropriately. Complete finished style.
	

	Tool Use / Motor Coordination 
	Student is unable to use more than one tool at a time. Continually sets tools down. Struggles to manipulate hair and sectioning simultaneously. Does not follow safety precautions. 
	Student can use more than one tool but struggles setting down frequently. Does not follow all safety precautions. 
	Student uses tools satisfactorily. Uses proper hand and tools with good motor coordination. Follows safety precautions. 
	Student was able to use tools easily while manipulating hair, while using tool safety. Follows safety precautions. 
	

	Problem Solving 
	Student didn’t remember to adjust manikin head so that work can be done easier. Doesn’t rewet hair during blow drying, if needed. Allows floor to become wet with water rather than to use additional towels.  
	Student recognizes problems but doesn’t react or seek assistance. Does not dry wet spills. Does not use safety precautions.  
	Student recognizes and acts to solve problems but uses more steps than necessary. Is willing to seek assistance.  
	Student recognizes initiates and solves problems independently.  
	

	Attention to Detail
	Student doesn’t try or is unwilling to correct work when needed. 
	Student doesn’t readily recognize flaws but if advised will attempt to correct. 
	Student recognizes and then independently attempts to correct flaws without guidance. 
	Student recognizes and corrects the minimal flaws made – strives for excellence. 
	

	Professional Attire
	Student’s attire is not complete, does not wear lab jacket and lacks attention to one’s personal hygiene. 
	Student’s attire is complete but shows lack of detail and unkempt conditions. Uses lab jacket. Personal hygiene is used. 
	Student’s attire is good, clean and well presented. Uses good personal hygiene. 
	Student’s attire is very professional and has excellent personal hygiene. 
	

	Professional Behavior
	Student demonstrates disrespect, distracts other students and instructor. Uses unprofessional vocabulary and grammar. Demonstrates negative behavior. 
	Student demonstrates a conscious effort in good behavior but needs to be reminded on a regular basis to correct themselves. Behavior and grammar needs improvement. 
	Student demonstrates good vocabulary and grammar. Demonstrates positive behavior. 
	Student demonstrates ability to recognize and behaves appropriately. Student is respectful and uses professional vocabulary and grammar. A good role model for peers. 
	

	Professional Attitude
	Student demonstrates a negative attitude. Talks out of place, disrupts classroom. Reacts negative to criticism. Stops working. 
	Student demonstrates a neutral attitude. Needs to be encouraged daily. Unable to take criticism. Distracted with work. 
	Student demonstrates a positive attitude. Able to take criticism and use it to their advantage. The student improves their work and strives to achieve goals. A good team player. 
	Student demonstrates a positive attitude. The student goes beyond by helping others, encourages positive attitudes, and strives to achieve success.
