Work Ethics Activity
Begin the class by using an activity showing the importance of respecting each others work. Make copies of images illustrating optical illusions, showing different perceptions. If available, use an Interactive Whiteboard to show several images.  (Note: Einstein–Monroe Image is attached as an example and can be found at http://www.hecr.tifr.res.in/~bsn/GOOD/einstein-monroe.pdf).  Students will observe different images, illustrating that everyone has an opinion and it is important to show respect in the classroom for all work. Encourage students to support each other’s work as they begin practical hands-on projects. 

5.
Set up the following implements and tools for a blow dry service before class: 

Mannequin, Blow Dryer, Water Bottle, Round Brush, Wide Tooth Comb, Round Brush, Clips, Double- Prong Clips, Styling Cape, Lab jacket, Neck Strip, and Towels.

6.
Review the use of each styling tool and proper safety precautions. Include the following: 

· Express the importance of working with a dry station, and to wipe up any water spills immediately.

· Demonstrate how to attach the concentrator and explain purpose.

· Apply neck strip and cape to mannequin or client.

· Towel dry hair before beginning blow dry service to minimize time using heat.

· Do not use metal combs when blow drying hair.

· Inform students to never hold the blow dryer too long in one place.

· Always direct air flow away from the client’s scalp.

· The air flow should follow the direction of the round brush; otherwise it will give the hair frizzy appearance.

LESSON 2: BLOW DRY STYLING WITH ROUND BRUSH

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What is the purpose of having various styling instruments? 

· What are important points to remember when blow drying hair?

· What safety precautions are needed when providing a blow drying service? 
2.
 Review blow drying safety precautions. 

3.
Demonstrate to students a basic blow dry service for medium length hair.  Show the students how to part off the hair into sections for manageability. Using a blow dryer and round brush, demonstrate how to blow dry hair while using a brush simultaneously. Secure each base with a double-prong clip, discussing the importance of cooling the hair in the form intended. Inform students the use of the cool button on the blow dryer and how cooling down the base section helps strengthen the curl formation. Discuss the importance of making sure the hair is 100% dry before combing out the style or the shape will not last.  Finish off the demonstration with back-combing / back-brushing techniques and how to finish the style. 

4.
Instruct students to perform a basic blow dry style, using a round brush. Provide these basic guidelines:

· Wet hair and part into four (4) sections.

· Starting at the nape, and working toward the crown, part off sections, using the round brush as a guide for the width and length.
· Blow dry each panel working in a clockwise rotation.

· Once blow dry is complete, brush out and back comb/back brush into desired style.

· Finish the style with hair spray. 

· Either have students complete the Round Brush Rubric as a self-check, peer evaluation, or use it to grade.

3.
Summary

· To help support each student, ask each student to state two (2) positive points of the student’s work on    their right side. Add additional comments when needed to support student’s work. 

· Review safety precautions for providing a blow dry service.

LESSON 3:  BLOWDRYING NATURAL CURLY HAIR USING A DIFFUSER

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What is the purpose of having various styling instruments? 

· Why is it important to back comb or back brush certain hairstyles?

· What are important points to remember when blow drying hair?

· What safety precautions are needed when providing a blow drying service? 
2.
Open class showing a video clip on tips used for blow drying hair using a diffuser. 

.
3.
Discuss points made and answer any questions ask about the blow drying technique. 

4.
Next, demonstrate how to perform a blow dry for natural curly hair, using a diffuser. Use the following guidelines:

· Wet mannequin hair and towel dry.

· Using a wide tooth comb, comb out the hair and divide into four panels, (ear to ear and forehead to nape area).

· Starting at the nape, diffuse the hair gently, putting the diffuser on and off the hair to help protect scalp from getting too hot. 

· Continue releasing and repeating sections, using fingers to help lift the hair, until hair is dry.

· Finish style using a shining spray.

5.
Students should complete the blow dry on their own, using the guidelines stated above. Instructor should observe students to notice areas of strength and weakness.

6.
Summary

· Review lessons by having each student share one to two points they like about their own projects.

· Encourage students to see fine details that might get noticed, but add a lot to style.

LESSON 4: WRAP DRYING HAIR 

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What are the advantages of wrap drying hair? 

· What are important points to remember when blow drying hair?

· What safety precautions are needed when providing a blow drying service? Explain your answer.

2.
Discuss with the students the different uses of a paddle brush, including wrap drying the hair. Demonstrate how to wrap dry hair using a paddle brush. Share the advantages with wrapping blow drying the hair, to include:

           (1) Provides quick method of drying hair.

           (2) Manageability of the hair when using the paddle brush increases.

           (3) Smooth style, with a forward movement toward the face. 

           (4) When less volume is desired, wrap drying is a recommended technique.

3.
Demonstrate how to blow dry hair using the wrap drying technique. Reiterate the importance of safety in blow drying hair.

4.
Instruct students to shampoo and blow dry the mannequin using a wrap drying technique. Monitor student’s work, providing assistance when needed. 

3.
Summary

· Review the lesson by having students share what they like about using the wrap drying technique. 
· Discuss hair types that the wrap technique would not be recommend. (Ex. Coiled hair, extremely curly hair).

LESSON 5: BLOW DRY HAIR WITH MAXIMUM VOLUME

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.
· What are important points to remember when blow drying hair?

· What safety precautions are needed when providing a blow drying service? 
2.    Show students this video on blow drying hair: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=lWds2SqEPEU
3.
Demonstrate to students how to create maximum volume in hair by incorporating the following:

· Shampoo and towel dry hair.

· Part off into four sections, (forehead to nape, ear to ear).

· Begin at the bottom of the nape, work upwards to the crown. 

· Direct the hair straight out from the scalp, (90 degree angle).

· Continue drying the hair, working towards the crown.

· On the sides of the head, use over- direction, (135 degree angle) to achieve maximum volume.

· Finish off the top of the head, using over-direction. 

4.
Summary 
· Have students walk around the room and observe other student’s work. 
· When complete, lead a class discussion, noting which styles the students thought was professional.  
· Ask the students what made certain styles look more professional.

LESSON 6: THERMAL IRONS

3.    Make copies of the articles below on the history of marcel irons, different inventors, and their use.   Distribute articles to groups of students of four to six to read and provide a summary to the class.  Have a group leader present to the class a summary and their overall opinion.

LESSON 8: INTRODUCTION TO HAIR PRESSING SERVICES

1.
Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.   

·  What is the purpose of having various styling instruments? 

· When would a stylist recommend hair pressing?

· What are the safety procedures for hair pressing?

2.
Before class, set up a station for a hair pressing service, to include; mannequin, a stove, marcel irons, pressing oil, hard rubber combs, neck strip, and towel.
3.
Discuss the following:

· Two types of pressing combs, (regular and electric).

· Construction and parts of a pressing comb.

· Teeth spaces of a comb, and the results of various sizes and styles.

· How to temper a new comb. 

· Heating pressing combs.

· Cleaning pressing combs.

· Safety Precautions

4.
Lead a class discussion on how to perform a proper hair and scalp analysis before a pressing service. The analysis should include; elasticity, porosity, density, texture, hair length, color, and overall condition. All information should be written on a client record card. Give students examples of when and how to decline a service if needed.  

5.
Explain to the students the purpose of pressing oil, to include:
· Makes hair softer.

· Helps prepare the hair for pressing.

· Helps prevent from burning the hair.

· Helps prevent hair breakage.

· Adds sheen to the hair.

· Helps press last longer.

6.
Summary
· For the review, play the “Ticket Out the Door” game. 
· Instruct students that they each need to share one fact that learned in class about pressing hair, and that it must be different for previous statements.

LESSON 9: HAIR PRESSING MOCK PRACTICE

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.     

·  What is the purpose of having various styling instruments? 

· When would a stylist recommend hair pressing?

· How does hair pressing work? 

· What is the purpose of pressing oil?
· What are special considerations to remember when pressing hair? 

· What are the safety procedures for hair pressing?       

2.
Demonstrate how to press hair, and the different types of presses, (Soft, Medium and Hard Press). Explain safety precautions. Next, ask for a volunteer to come up in front of the class and press a small section. As the student presses the hair, ask the other students what they notice is correct. Give feedback for areas needing improvement. 

3.
Review the pressing procedures again, and then have the students go to their stations to practice pressing using a cold iron. State the importance of getting accustomed to using the pressing combs, using safety, and using the proper techniques. Have students part off the hair into four sections, starting at the back right section, working from the nape to the crown. Continue in a clockwise matter. As students are working, observe and monitor safety procedures. Provide feedback when needed.     

 4.
Summary
· As a review, explain in general techniques that you observe were correct and areas needing improvement. 

•
LESSON 9: HAIR PRESSING PRACTICUM

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.     

· What is the purpose of having various styling instruments? 
· When would a stylist recommend hair pressing?

· What are the safety procedures for hair pressing?

2.    Instruct students that they are to demonstrate a pressing service on a natural curly hair mannequin. If not available, then have the student’s use what is provided or use mannequins that have been previously rolled with perm rods for a mock demonstration. Inform students of points to remember when pressing hair: 

· Avoid apply excessive pressure or heat to the hair.

· Avoid using too much pressing oil on the hair.

· Avoid going over the same strand multiple times.

· Test temperature of comb before each use.

· Use extreme caution when working near the base of the hair.

· Around hairline, use less heat and a temple comb if available.

· Use guidelines below for different textures of hair:

· Fine hair- Use less pressure and heat.

· Medium hair- Use more pressure when pressing hair.

· Coarse hair – Use a hard press technique, (also known as double press).

· Use safety procedures during the service.

 Instructor Note: Monitor lab work safety at all times. 

3.
Summary

· Begin the review by asking students the following:

· What did you find was difficult about pressing hair?

· Where their any ‘surprises”, things you did not expect while pressing?

· What are two things you think you could do to improve next time?
·  Next, select a few of student’s mannequins to use as examples of good work. 
· Inform students about the details of the work that makes it stand out from the rest. 

•
LESSON 11: HISTORY OF HAIRSTYLING

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.  

· How did hair designs related to social status in the past?

· What methods and products were once used to color and curl the hair?

· How have the hair designs of long ago transformed into current styles?

2.    This lesson requires the use of a computer lab. Suggested time is a minimal of two hours for students to create a Power-Point slideshow. Adjust project according to time available. 

3.
Begin the lesson by showing the Power-Points below on the history of hairdressing. Search the Internet for additional examples.  Emphasize the art and design elements used in the past for hairstyling. Ask students to note how styles of the past can influence and inspire hairdressing today.

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom. 

· What makes a long hair design attractive and interesting?

Begin the lesson by showing the following video clips to introduce different techniques used in hair design.

Demonstrate a long hair design using the loop technique. Remind students of sanitary measures such, replacing combs or brushes if dropped, no pins in mouth, shielding the client’s face while using hair spray etc.

4.
Using the directions below, have students demonstrate an updo using the loop technique. Provide assistance and feedback as students work. 

· Apply a small amount of mousse or gel on the mannequin, to help with smoothness.

· Pull the hair back into a ponytail in the desired spot for the updo. The nape of the neck is an elegant choice, but if you have very long hair or a lot of hair you may want to do a high ponytail. Part the hair on the side and then pull back into a ponytail for a more fashionable look in the front.

· Use a hair band to secure the hair.  For a more finished look, take one small section of hair and loop it around the ponytail to cover the band. Secure with a pin.

· Use curlers or a curling iron to curl small sections of the hair in the ponytail, one section at a time. After curling the section, use your fingers to create loose loops that hide the ends of the hair and clip it just above the ponytail.

· Arrange each loop into a non-uniform fashion, for a more balanced style.

· Make sure all bobby pins are well hidden. 

· Spray finished style.

· Take pictures of finish work, to later be added to a Cosmetology Class Blog.
5.
Summary 
· As a review, lead a class discussion on points to remember when working with the loop updo techniques.

· Have students point out different aspects that they like about others work. 

•
LESSON 13: LONG HAIR DESIGN – FRENCH TWIST

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.      
· What makes a long hair design attractive and interesting?

· What are important points to remember when working with long hair designs?

2.    Begin the lesson by showing the following video clip to introduce how to make a French Twist.

Once the video is complete, demonstrate for the students using a mannequin how to make a French Twist. Point out to the students the advantage of overlapping the bobby pins so the twist will be more secure and less bobby pins will be needed. Illustrate how to work with the hair to insure a smooth finish. Additionally, remind them of safety precautions.

4.
Direct the students to go to their stations and begin practicing the French Twist. Observe students; give feedback and assistance when needed.

5.
After students have practiced the French Twist 3 times, have them take a picture to be downloaded onto a ” Cosmetology Blog”. The blog could start out as “working blog” and as student work improves, and they learn different techniques and skills, new pictures could be added. Have students share one of their favorite tips, when working on a style, and add it to the blog. The blog could serve as a reflection of the students’ work for parents and friends to see, as well as shared with future or prospective students interested in the Cosmetology program. 

6.
Summary

· Select a few students work to review on things done very well, and how to improve their work in the    future.  
· Ask students for ideas on what ornamentation could be added to the twist for different occasions.

· Share ideas such as: flowers, ribbons, decorative hair pins, pieces of jewelry, etc.

1.    Review Essential Questions. Post Essential Questions in the classroom.  
· What makes a long hair design attractive and interesting?

· What are important points to remember when working with long hair designs?

2.    To begin this lesson, review with students the following long hair techniques; loops, rolls, knots, and twist.  Note: (Provide a quick demonstration, to allow students time to work at their stations).

3.
Instruct students that the assignment is to create a long hair design using at least 2 different techniques that they have learned into one style. Encourage creativity, while reminding students the task will need to be completed by the end of the class period. Observe and monitor students’ work, providing feedback when needed.


Note: Students may feel pushed or rushed. Inform them that this is an exercise of a real life scenario in the workplace, when you to do your best for a client within a limited time.  
4.
Inform students that the hairstyles will be scored according to the attached Long Hair Design Rubric. 

5.
Once complete, have students take pictures of their work to be downloaded on the Cosmetology Blog. 
6.
 Summary

· Give general feedback to students on their designs. 
· Inform the students that they will find out who was voted “Top 3” the next scheduled class.
· Following the competition, administer the Dry Hair Styling Unit Assessment.
